Giving up toys

The objective is to help the dog feel relaxed, rather than aggressive, about giving up a toy by offering to exchange the toy with something better. 

· Start with a toy that your dog is not necessarily crazy about. 

· Show him a treat, and when he drops the toy to take it, say "yes!" and give him the treat. 
· Once he’s doing this consistently, add the cue "out" or "drop it."

· Then try the process with a more popular toy. 
· When it’s going well, touch the toy with your hand and say "out," reinforcing heavily with food. 
· Use the two-toy retrieve game mentioned above
